THE OCCASION OF INTERNATIONAL GREEK LANGUAGE DAY

Montreal, February 9, 2025--- February 9t has been declared International Greek Language Day, following
an April 2017 joint decision by the Greek Ministers of Interior Affairs, Foreign Affairs and Education,
Research and Religious Affairs. The date coincides with the Commemoration Day of Dionysios Solomos,
Greece’s national poet, whose lyrics are featured in the Greek National Anthem.

This international day was adopted with the aim to highlight the Greek language’s fundamental role over the
centuries, and its substantial contribution to the consolidation of both European and world cultures. In
antiquity, the Greek language was the fortunate medium for the formation and communication of important
scientific theories, philosophical views and literary texts. Shortly thereafter, the most important texts of
Christianity were written in Greek, to be disseminated across the world. Over the centuries, the Greek
language has significantly contributed to treasuring and disseminating the Greek culture and it survives to
this day — in its modern version — as one of the longest living languages worldwide.
